BACKGROUND

At the Council meeting held on November 10%, 2025, administration presented a report for
the renewal of the Property Development Term Debt, held at Innovation Federal Credit Union
(IFCU), described as follows:

o Term Debt: $20,739,929.01 at 4.60%, expiring December 31%, 2025. No principal
payments have been made in 2025 due to no lot sales; and

* Revolving Line of Credit: $3,710,000 limit at prime less 0.50% (3.95%), no balance
outstanding.

Additionally, IFCU confirmed the renewal terms for the above stated Property Development
Term Debt was described as:

« Fixed Rate: 3.79% for a one (1) year term.

+ Payment Structure: Monthly interest-only payments; minimum of 75% of lot sale
proceeds applied to principal.

« Reporting: Quarterly updates to IFCU on property development, land inventory, and
potential sales agreements.

DISCUSSION

On November 10", the City’s IFCU banking representative contacted Kyle Attanasio, CAO,
advising that being a member of Innovation Federal Credit Union makes the City part of the
Rewards program which pays out cash dividends and equity into a specific account. Further
suggesting that the sum of $194,060.53 held within the City’s Member Rewards account be
applied as a principal payment on the outstanding amount prior to completion of the renewal
documentation.

City Administration appreciates the continued positive working relationship with IFCU and
for this resourceful suggestion. As a result, the renewable Property Development Term Debt



would be reduced by $194,060.53 to $24,255,868.48. This would have no effect on the
revolving line of credit.

This sum will be reflected within Bill No. 16 — 2025, with first reading of the bylaw
proceeding this evening and second and third readings to be presented to City Council on
December 8% 2025.

RECOMMENDATION

THAT City Council approves utilizing the Member Rewards currently held at Innovation
Federal Credit Union in the sum of $194,060.53 as a principal payment towards the property
development term debt, subsequently reducing the Property Development Term Debt renewal
to $24,255,868.48.

BACKGROUND

Provincial legislation requires each municipal utility to be self-funded. This means utilities
must generate enough revenue to cover all operating costs and capital investments.
Municipal property taxes cannot subsidize any of the City of Swift Current’s utilities,
including Electrical, Solid Waste, Water and Wastewater, and Rural Water.

On August 18", 2025, City Council gave Notice of Motion to adjust residential waste
collection and solid waste utility rates under the Solid Waste Bylaw No. 5 — 1993. These
changes were proposed through Council Resolutions No. 194 — 2025 and No. 195 — 2025.

During the amendment process, it was determined that more extensive changes were
required. As a result, Administration began preparing a new bylaw.

DISCUSSION

To ease the financial burden on residents, the City has kept Landfill Tipping Fees unchanged
since 2020, despite ongoing inflationary challenges. Although operational efficiencies have
helped mitigate some costs, they are no longer sufficient to fully absorb rising expenditures
or support future infrastructure needs.

To address this regular waste tipping fees will increase to $125 per tonne. City Residents
will receive a $20/tonne discount, to be applied with proof of residency. A full list of
proposed adjustments to landfill tipping fees over the next four (4) years are attached as
Schedule A.

To ensure continued service and sustainability for waste collection and recycling services, a
rate adjustment is proposed as follows and further detailed in Schedule B:

« Residential waste collection fees will increase by $1.25/month; and
e And recycling fees will increase by $0.25/month.

These increases will occur annually for four (4) consecutive years. Additionally,
beginning in 2026 and beyond, a perpetual annual increase of 1.5% is recommended and
shall remain in effect, unless modified by Council resolution.

These changes aim to balance financial sustainability with continued support for residents.
